Installation

This unit is intended for use in a temperature-controlled environment of less than 75°F and 55% relative
humidity.

Before Installation

* [f the unit has recently been transported on its side, please let unit stand upright for a minimum of 24 hours
before plugging it in.

e Make sure that the unit has reached the desired temperature before loading the unit with products. This unit is
meant for keeping cold products cold, not chilling warm products.

* Make sure that there is proper ventilation around the unit in the area where it will operate.
* Make sure all accessories are installed (i.e., shelves, shelf clips, casters) before plugging in the unit.

* Do not attempt to remove or repair any component of the unit. Consult an authorized service technician for
servicing/repair.

¢ Do not sit inside the unit or hang on doors.

¢ This unit should be located away from doors, air ducts, and fans that could disrupt airflow and negatively
impact performance.

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Installation

Cabinet Location Guidelines

e |Install the unit on a strong and level surface.
- If the surface is uneven, the unit may be noisy.
- The unit may malfunction if the surface is uneven.

e |[nstall the unit in an indoor, well-ventilated area.
« For best performance, please maintain clearance of 6” on the back of the unit.
« Do not use outdoors. For indoor use only.
- Avoid direct sunlight.

* Avoid installation in a high humidity and/or dusty area.
« Humidity above 55% can cause the unit to rust, collect condensation, and may decrease efficiency.
« Dust collected on condenser coil will cause unit to malfunction.
« Malfunction due to temperatures above 75°F, humidity above 55%, or improperly
maintained condenser coil will void the warranty.

* Select a location away from heat and moisture-generating equipment.
« Ambient temperatures above 75°F may cause the compressor to malfunction.
« For optimal performance, the unit should not be used in environments with ambient temperature
exceeding 75°F.
« The unit should not be placed in areas with an ambient temperature over 90°F.
- Equipment malfunctions due to ambient temperatures above 90°F could void the warranty.
- Do not install this unit inside a closet of alcove.

Electrical

* Ensure that the required voltage is being supplied at all times.

e The unit should be plugged into a grounded and properly sized electrical outlet with appropriate overcurrent
protection. Refer to the electrical requirements on the unit's name plate.

* The unit should have its own dedicated outlet.

* DO NOT use extension cords.

e Ensure the unit is not resting on or against the electrical cord.

e [fthe unitis not in use for a long period of time, unplug from the outlet.

* To avoid shock and fire hazards, DO NOT plug in or unplug the unit with wet hands.

e After unplugging the unit, wait at least 10 minutes before plugging it back in. Failure to do so could cause
damage to the compressor.

Operation

Defrost System

Automatic Defrost Cycle
e Refrigerator coils are kept below the freezing point (32°F).

e During compressor downtime, the evaporator fan continues to circulate air through the evaporator coil.
This air circulation raises the coil temperature above the freezing point, melting any accumulated frost.

* Run-off water is drained into the evaporator pan and evaporated.

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Operation
Loading Product

Ensure there is at least 4" of clearance from the evaporator.
Ensure all shelves are sitting level and properly secured before loading products.
DO NOT store flammable/explosive gas or liquids inside the unit.

Safety Information

Pay close attention to the safety notices in this section. Disregarding these notices may lead to serious injury
and/or damage to the unit.

To minimize shock and fire hazards, do not overload outlet. This unit should be given its own outlet.
DO NOT use extension cords.

DO NOT put your hands under the unit while it is being moved.

When the unit is not in use for a long period of time, unplug the unit from the outlet.

After unplugging the unit, wait at least 10 minutes before plugging it back in. Failure to do so could cause
damage to the compressor.

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Cleaning

DISCONNECT POWER CORD BEFORE CLEANING ANY PARTS OF THE UNIT.
It is strongly recommended that any servicing of the unit be performed by an authorized service technician.

Fan Blades & Motor

e If necessary, clean the fan blades and motor with a soft cloth.

* [fitis necessary to wash the fan blades more thoroughly, cover the fan motor to prevent moisture damage, then
use a damp cloth to clean the fan blades.

Interior

¢ Use warm water and a mild soap with a clean cloth to wipe down the interior of the unit.
* DO NOT use steel wool, caustic soap, abrasive cleaners, or bleach that may damage the interior finish.

e Periodically remove the shelves and pilasters from the unit and clean them with mild soap and warm water.
To remove the pilasters, first remove the shelves and shelf brackets. Then, simply lift the pilaster up and out.

Cleaning the Condenser Coil

e A dusty condenser may lead to high energy consumption, less cooling effectiveness, and compressor damage.
* For efficient operation, keep the condenser surface free of dust, dirt, and lint.

* We recommend cleaning the condenser coil at least once per month.

¢ The condenser coil is located at the bottom behind the panel.

e Once a month, remove the condenser filter and gently clean it with a dry brush.

Cleaning the Condenser Coil Instructions

Disconnect the electrical power from the unit.
Remove the front cover and base cover with a screwdriver.
Using a soft brush and/or vacuum, remove any dirt or lint from the finned condenser coil in a vertical direction.

Clean the condenser with a commercial condenser coil cleaner, available from any kitchen equipment
retailer. Ex. Noble Chemical Tech Line Coil Cleaners (148TLECCCLNR, 148TLHDCCLNR, 148TLECOILDD,
148TLFMCCLNR, 147TLEVPCLNR, or 147TLHDCCLNR).

After cleaning, straighten any bent condenser fins with a fin comb.
When finished, be sure to reinstall the front cover and base cover.
7. Reconnect the electrical power to the unit.

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Troubleshooting

Problem

Compressor not running.

Possible Cause

Fuse blown or circuit breaker tripped.

Replace fuse or reset circuit breaker.

Power cord unplugged.

Plug in power cord.

Thermostat set too high.

Cabinet in defrost cycle.

Wait for defrost cycle to finish.

Condensing units run for
long periods of time.

Allow adequate time for product to cool down.

Prolonged door opening or door ajar.

Ensure doors are closed when not in use. Avoid opening doors for
long periods of time.

Interior light is not
working.

Poor switch connection.

Turn off light switch and turn it back on.

Bulb is not connected.

Make sure the bulb is correctly inserted in the socket.

Bulb has burned out.

Replace the bulb.
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
