IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

« Avoid strong wind. Otherwise the flame
may be scattered or extinguished.

« Avoid direct exposure to sunlight.
Avoid operating near flammable items.
Keep away from wall 6” or more.

« Place the trivet in the correct position.
Otherwise, the ignition knob will not
function.

- If you smell gas, turn off and take outside "
where the leak may be detected. You can \ ek
check for leaks with soapy water. ;
